Collegeview Park - 28th Street and 13th Avenue NW.  New play equipment installed 2015, open shelter, hard surface basketball area;  .4 acres.  Created 1985.

East Willmar Park - 13th Street SE. Play equipment; 4.2 acres. Created 1986.
Dorothy Olson Aquatic Center – 1601 SW 22 St – Swimming pool, waterslide, zero depth wading pool, picnic tables, concessions, change and shower rooms.
Garfield - Monongalia Avenue and SW 8th Street.  Softball field, two lighted hockey and skating rinks, swing set, warming shelter area;  5 acres.
Gesch Park - 12th Street SE.  New playground equipment installed 2015, shelter, ball diamond, hard surface play and basketball area.  Created 1979. 
Hanson Park - Oslo Drive and 17th Street NW.  Play equipment.  Created 1979.

Hedin Park - County Road #41.  Trail.  New playground equipment installed 2015.  Shelter, 14 acres.  Created 1984.

Hilltop Park - 2100 SW 7th Street.  One tennis court, shelter with restrooms, skating area, playground equipment, basketball area;  3 acres.  Created 1970.

Lincoln Park (Eastside Park) - 904 SE Trott Avenue.  Shelter with restrooms, skating and hockey areas, playground equipment, two lighted tennis courts, lighted ball diamond, basketball area;  5.03 acres.  Created 1956.

Lions Park - 1212 SW 22nd Street.  Picnic shelter;  5.6 acres.  Added 1.75 acres for Dog park, 2017.  Created 1980.

Miller Park - 1105 Kandiyohi Avenue SW.  Shelter, four lighted tennis courts and new playground equipment installed 2018, basketball area, ball diamond;  3.2 acres.  Created 1956.  
Minnegasco Park - West Trott Avenue.  New play equipment installed 2015, sitting shelter; 2.64 acres.  Created 1976.  
Northside Park - 520 NW 12th St. and Ella Avenue.  Playground, two lighted tennis courts, ball diamond, and shelter;  4 acres.  Created 1945.

North 7th Street Park (Bria’s Park) - Ella Avenue and North 7th Street.  Gazebo, playground equipment, basketball area;  .7 acres.  Created 1926.

Pleasantview Park - 14th Avenue SE neighborhood park.  Playground equipment, shelter, basketball courts, hard surface play area;  3 acres.  Created 1977.

Rainbow Park - 5th Ave. and 24 St. SE.  Tot lot equipment;  .36 acres.  created 1982.

Ramblewood Park - 13th Street.  New play equipment installed 2015, hike and bike trails, hard surface play area, basketball court,shelter, nature area;  34 acres.  Created 1986.  
Rau Park - County Road #41.  Walking path, fishing pier, picnic area, shelter, benches;  5.25 acres.  Created 1959.

Rice Park - 805 SW 3rd Street.  New shelter and splash pad installed 2018, grills, new playground equipment installed 2009, horseshoe courts;  2.24 acres.  Created 1918.

Richland Park  - Richland Avenue, play equipment;  1.09 acres. 

Robbins Island – 945 Business 71 North - Located between Foot and Willmar Lakes.  Seven picnic shelters, grills, playground equipment, nature trail, walking/bike trails, swimming beach,  disc golf course, two sand volleyball courts,  Destination Playground added 2017;  Four season shelter added 2020; approximately 55 acres.  Created 1940. 
Selvig International Park - 5th Street West and Becker Avenue.  Flagpole, flower gardens, decorative water fountain, sitting areas, benches.

Southfield Park - 28th Avenue SW neighborhood park.  Play equipment, ballfield, shelter, hard surface play area, basketball area, soccer fields;  5 acres.  Created 1981

Sperry Park - North Highway 71 and Homewood Avenue.  Playground equipment, two tennis courts, picnic shelter,  restrooms, basketball, future pickleball courts, old Flags of Honor; 7 acres.  Created 1909.

Sunrise Park - 23rd St. SE, off of Willmar Avenue.  Play equipment, horseshoe court, shelter, trail, baseball field, basketball area; 11.64 acres.  

North Swansson Field - 1900 SW Willmar Ave.  Restrooms, three lighted softball diamonds, one lighted baseball diamond, one unlighted baseball diamond, batting cages;  30.6 acres.  Created 1972.

South Swansson Field - 1225 SW 22nd Street.  Community park area.  Lighted baseball Baker Diamond, concession building, restrooms, play equipment, walk/bike trails ;  30 acres.

Created 1977.  Skate park moved from Washington 2006
Thompson Park - Memorial Parkway - Located on Highway 71 on Foot Lake and Ella Avenue.  Picnic area, benches/picnic tables, fire pit, walk/bike path; 28.8 acres.  Created 1953.

Valleyside Park - 7th Avenue NW.  Playground equipment, ballfield, shelter, basketball area; 6.36 acres.  Created 1984.

Vos Park - County Road #5 and 1st Avenue neighborhood park.  Shelter, playground equipment, bsektball area;  4.29 acres.  Created 1978.

Wellin Park - 14th Street SW. Play equipment.

Welshire Park - 7th Avenue SE.  New play equipment installed 2018;  1.21 acres. Created 1979.

West Wind Estates – 17th St SW and 23rd Ave SW.   Two soccer fields.  3.90 acres.

Bike Path Areas - Throughout the city, 9+ miles.

City Auditorium - 311 SW 6th Street.  Gymnasium, Memorial Room, rifle and pistol range.  Built 1946.

Civic Center Arena - 2707 Arena Drive NE.  Two indoor ice skating rinks.  Total floor area for dry floor – Cardinal Arena-27,000 sq. ft. Blue Line Arena-17,000 sq. ft.; Cardinal Arena seating capacity:  1,200-bleachers;  3,200-dry floor seating.  Parking - 400 cars.  29 acres.  Built 1980.

Community Center - 624 North Highway 71.  The Senior Citizen Club holds their events at the Center.  The Center is also available for groups and individuals to rent.  The Sunshine Room and the Burlington Northern Room are set up with tables and chairs and the Selvig Room is the dance floor area which can also be set up with table/chairs or just chairs.   The Bremer Room is a lounge type area with card tables & chairs, some easy chairs, along with a computer/library and the area with two pool tables.  The Reynolds Room has exercise equipment and a small meeting area.   There is also a serving kitchen and a wood shop area.
